NOTIFICATION

MAHARASHTRA UNAIDED PRIVATE PROFESSIONAL EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTIONS (REGULATION of ADMISSIONS and
FEES) ACT, 2015.

No. ARP-2022/C.R.116/TE 4.—In exercise of the powers conferred by section 23 of the
Maharashtra Unaided Private Professional Educational Institutions (Regulation of Admissions
and Fees) Act, 2015 (Mah. XXVIII of 2015), the Government of Maharashtra hereby makes the
following rules further to amend the Maharashtra Unaided Private Professional Educational
Institutions (Regulation of Admission to the Full Time Professional Undergraduate Technical
Courses) Rules, 2017, namely :—

1. These rules may be called the Maharashtra Unaided Private Professional Educational
Institutions (Regulation of Admission to the Full Time Professional Undergraduate Technical
Courses) (Amendment) Rules, 2022.

2. In rule 2 of the Maharashtra Unaided Private Professional Educational Institutions
(Regulation of Admission to the Full Time Professional Undergraduate Technical Courses) Rules,
2017 (hereinafter referred to as “ the principal Rules ”), in clause (g), after the word “ Planning ”
the word “ Design ” shall be inserted.

3. In rule 3 of the principal Rules, in sub-rule (4),  for clause (b), the following clause shall
be substituted, namely :—

“ (b) rules 7(4) and 7(5) (a) of these rules shall apply to the Competent Authority for
admissions. These admissions shall be carried out as per the procedure and methodology
laid down by the Competent Authority, from time to time and as per the norms laid down by
All India Council for Technical Education, Pharmacy Council of India or Council of
Architecture, as the case may be.”.

4. In rule 9 of the principal Rules, in sub-rule (4),—

(1) for the heading “Conduct of CAP Round II” the following heading shall be substituted,
namely :—

“ Conduct of CAP Rounds II and III ” ;

(2)  for clause (a), the following clause shall be substituted, namely :—

“ (a) The seats available for Rounds II and III shall be published on the website. The
candidates eligible for respective Rounds II and III are allowed to fill in and/or edit online
option form filled in by the candidate for the previous round. The seats to be allotted during
these rounds shall be available to the eligible candidates falling under the following
categories.—

(i) candidates as per the sub-rule 3(c) and 3(d) above ;

(ii) candidates who have not been allotted any seat in any of the previous rounds ;

(iii) candidates who did not participate (failure of filling option form) in previous
rounds ” ;

(3) in clause (c), for the word and letters “ round II ” wherever they occurred, the word and
letters “ Round III ” shall be substituted.



5. In rule 10 of the principal Rules, in sub-rule (2), for clause (c), the following clause shall
be substituted, namely :—

“ (c) First Year Architecture - Score in an aptitude test in architecture conducted either
by National Testing Agency (i.e. JEE) or National Aptitude Test in Architecture (NATA)
conducted by the Council of Architecture and HSC Marks ;”.

6. In rule 11 of the principal Rules,—

(1) for the heading “Allotment of seats by CAP Rounds I and II.— ” the following heading
shall be substituted, namely :—

“ Allotment of seats by CAP Rounds I, II and III.-” ;

(2) in sub-rule (1), for the letters and words “ CAP Rounds I and II ” the letters and
words “ CAP Rounds I, II and III ” shall be substituted ;

(3) after sub-rule (2), the following sub-rule (3) shall be inserted, namely,—

“ (3) In CAP Round II.—

(a) for Minority Institutions, the allotment shall be given to the candidates as per the
following preference :—

(i)  Stage I of sub-rule (3) of rule 10,

(ii) Stages I to III and Stage VII of sub-rule (1) of rule 10,

(iii) Stage II of sub-rule (3) of rule  10,

(iv) Sub-rule (2) of rule 10,

(v) Stage III of sub-rule (3) of rule 10 of these rules ;

(b) for other than Minority Institutions, the allotment shall be given to the candidates
as per the following preference.—

(i) Stages I to III and Stage VII of sub-rule (1) of rule 10,

(ii) Sub-rule (2) of rule 10 of these rules.”.

(4) in sub-rule (4), for the words and letters “ In CAP Round II.-” the words and letters
“ In CAP Round III.-” shall be substituted ;

(5) in sub-rule (6), for the letters and words “ CAP Rounds I and II ” the letters and
words “ CAP Rounds I, II and III ” shall be substituted.
